While 

guiding in the first session, Dr. Vijay Marulkar said that the unforgivable neglect of the village is 

something that the country cannot afford in every sense. The increasing social disparity which has 

been increasing in recent times is detrimental to the development of the country. For the overall 

development of rural areas, different schemes should be effectively implemented through the 

government, voluntary organizations and villagers. There is an urgent need to increase the 

participation of women in particular. 

While guiding in the second session, Chairman of Economics Study Board of Shivaji University 

Prof. Dr. Anil Vavre said that there is a need for more emphasis on sustainable rural development 

from now on. Not only this, rural development plans should be people-oriented. In recent times we 

have been forgetting that education and health are the main foundations of rural development. Our 
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real failure is that the youth are not turning to agriculture. Therefore, to make India a superpower, 

youth should be diverted towards rural development. The conference was concluded with the chief 

presence of Prof. Dr. Vikas Salunkhe, Vice Principal of the college. In the concluding speech, Prof. 

Dr. Vikas Salunkhe said that students and researchers have been helped in getting a new direction by 

organizing the National Conference.
